Non-Profit Status 
 
 We were pleased with notification in December that our application for 501c3 
Non-Profit status was approved retroactive to the August 29, 2008 date of our 
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application. This opens up more opportunities for us to receive grants and other 
donations. 
 
Fund Raising 
 
 In the fourth quarter of last year we applied for and received grants of $750 
from the Pioneer Jubilee Women’s Club and a $1,500 matching challenge grant 
from the Lake Fork Community Foundation. Thank you to both of these 
organizations for their support and to Jack Moseley for the donation of his Buffet 
clarinet which we were able to use in the matching part of the LFCF grant. This 
money was used for purchasing percussion instruments for the band. 
 
Expenses and Revenue 
 
 In 2008 the Band had total revenues of $4,860.86 broken down as follows; 
$500 Band memberships, $710 Member donations, $595, Supporters, $730.86 
Performance bucket, $75 Memorials, and $2,250 in the two grants listed above. 
 
The expenditures totaled $5,367.14, broken down as follows; music $2,507.13, 
equipment $142.65, supplies $145.78, utilities $258.13, misc. $431.86, and 
capitol equipment purchases $1,881.58. 
 
The excess in expenditures came from money we already had in our account. 
Currently we are out of money so 2009-2010 membership dues, member 
donations, supporting member dues and donations  and other supporters are 
critical to keep us going until we can start bringing in money from concerts and 
until we can apply for and hopefully receive grants.

Annual Meeting 
 
At the end of a rehearsal in early July we will conduct our annual meeting for the 
purpose of electing the five members of our Board of Directors. Our current 
Board Members have agreed to be on the ballot for another term but we will 
accept nominations up to that time and from the floor at the annual meeting.
